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Abstract ;: Based on Martin Luther’s theories of two kingdoms and the right and left hands of God,
the present author opposes two simple ways of the conflict and assimilation of politics and church, I
emphasize that the sinicization of Christianity should follow the basic principle that pay to Caesar
what belongs to Caesar-and God what belongs to God.
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
