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The Christianization of Nu and Lisu Nationality in the Northern Part of Border Areas
between China and Myanmar and the Localization of Christianity
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Abstract ; During the process of broadcasting of Christianity in Lisu and Nu areas of Fugong, which
is located in the borderland between China and Myanmar from 1920s, the Christian culture has been
blended into the local cultures of Lisu and Nu to realize the localization of Christianity which refer-
Christianity expandinfluence the Lisu and Nu by the mutual promotion of religious and ethnic identi-
ty and way of mutual blending and permeation of “holy” and “worldly” local cultures and Christi-
anity culture. Such influence has expnded the religious life and worldly life of Lisu and Nu people
in many aspects urthermore, it has influenced the pagans of Lisu and Nu people and the other eth-
nic groups in the same area with Lisu and Nu. That is to say, the local religious belief and culture
of Lisu and Nu people, and the localization of Christianity are supplementary to each other. Such
trend of development and characteristics are known to be universal and typical in the development of
Christianity in ethnic groups of Yunnan border areas.
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
