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Abstract: The emphasis of contemporary theology on religious anthropology and pluralism reflects in a sense that
Western spiritual culture has emerged in a new direction of development in the contemporary era.

The study of the pluralism of theologians is too concentrated.with John Hick as the object
of study,lacking of in-depth study of other theologians’ pluralism, and lacking of overall investigation and systematic
synthesis. Lack of research on pluralism through the anthropological thinking of theologians,and so on. In view of these
